PLEASE consult this study guide very carefully and tab your
corresponding materials so that you can find what you need rapidly as
you study AND PRACTICE ALOUD for your final exam. Itis very
important that you know where your materials are located so that you
do not use time looking for them while you study and practice.

Proactive behaviors

Begin your study/practice sessions now. The earlier you get started, the
more opportunities you will have to seek help with difficult concepts.
Prepare yourself, keeping in mind that this will be a closed book exam.

i0JO! Keep this in mind: rather than memorize, be sure to contextualize.
(Learn words and important concepts in context, rather than on
separate lists to memorize. Word lists can be helpful, but making the
effort to understand words and concepts in context will take your
learning deeper. )

Consider studying both independently and with others. The tutors are
an outstanding resource. Experiment with different approaches to
study, but keep the material contextualized as much as possible. For
example, you may want to create flashcards, but your flashcards will be
more useful if they contain information in complete contexts. This
means (for example) that on a card with verb endings in the pretérito,
you may also want to include sentences with the pretérito verbs in
context and a simple illustration to reinforce the meaning.

Again, as always, be sure to practice aloud both alone and with others.
Zero in on the actual practices we completed in class. Actual focused

practice aloud is an excellent way to review. Pace yourself!

On the exam, there will be some useful vocabulary
about the depicted trip to Spain so that you can expand your sentences
a bit.)

You will narrate the story in the past. You do not need to narrate everything, but by
the time you reach the end of the story, you should have covered about 75 percent
of what you see. Follow the story from left to right, beginning with the top left
corner. Be sure to include all of the following:

* Descriptions in general in the imperfecto. (Habia.../Era un dia
bonito..., etc.)

* Estados mentales-emocionales with “estar” in the imperfecto.
(Estaban contentos...etc.)

¢ Stating clock time in the imperfecto with “ser”.

* Describing weather in the imperfecto. (Review weather
expressions in leccion 7, pages 92-94.)

* Dos o mas acciones en progreso simultaneamente (“imperfecto +
mientras+ imperfecto”) En el restaurante, unos clientes...mientras
los musicos ...”, etc.)

* Acciones que interrumpen acciones en progreso
(“imperfecto + cuando + pretérito”) A las siete y diez de la tarde,
Eva...el autobts cuando Wal-e..., etc.

* Acciones breves, completas, instantaneas en el pretérito. Wal-e
lleg6 a casa, subid..., etc.
