FAQs/Commonly asked questions

1. Can I re-record if I'm not happy? Will I lose points?
· Yes. You can re-record your responses as many times as you like until the exam closes. You will not lose any points for re-submitting your responses, if they are submitted by the time the exam closes.

2. Since there is a time limit on stating the definition of the underlined words, should I be prepared​ for this​ before beginning the recording?  
· Yes. You should be familiar with the terms and definitions before each exam. Before pressing the record button, you should know what you plan to say, that way you don’t run out of recording time.

3. Can I delete a recording without penalty​ up​ until I hit the submit button at the bottom of the assignment?
· Yes. You can Edit or Remove your recordings as many times as you like before the exam closes, without penalty. Be sure to submit your final recordings before the exam closes, otherwise you will lose points.

4. If I can't finish the assignment at one time, can I come back to it and the work will still be there?
· Yes. If you save your responses, you can leave and return as many times as you like before the exam closes, without losing your work. It is your responsibility to make sure your responses have been saved before leaving the exam. 

5. ​Can I listen to my recordings before submitting them?​
· Yes. After pressing Stop Recording, you can listen to your recording before pressing Attach Recoding. You can also listen to your recordings anytime by pressing the play icon for any recording.



Tips for Success

1. Before pressing the Record button, think about what you will say. 
2. Speak clearly. Minimize the use of phrases like “um” and “uh”.
3. Do not eat or drink while recording.
4. Try to limit background noise while recording
5. Take the time to create an excellent submission. You can re-record as many times as you like until the exam closes.
