                         Students, Please read the following instructions carefully…

Part 1.    Getting Ready to Summarize
a. Read the entire article silently.  (Note: Take this time to write in your Reading Reflection Log).

b.   Re-read the assigned section you have been asked to summarize
Part II: Summarizing
c.   Write a 1-3 sentence summary for each paragraph in your reading section

       (You may want to use the Summarizing Graphic Organizer for this).

d.   Compare your 1-3 sentence summaries with members of your group, checking to make sure that the most important ideas, and no minor details are included in your sentences.

e.   Write a summary of your section by combining your 1-3 sentence paragraphs

       (approximately half a page).

f.    As a group, everyone will collaborate and decide which summaries or sentences best capture the main ideas, help each other make revisions, and combine their ideas into one over-all summary of the section.
g. The “secretary” will write out the summary on a transparency sheet.

h.   The “spokespeople” in preparation for reading the summary to the class, will also be responsible for clarifying any terms, people or ideas that the group recorded on their Reading Reflection Logs and share their learning with the class.
