The benefit of these opportunities is to recruit and train potential
employees seeking careers in wildlife management, research and conservation and develop a great knowledge base of
wildlife in Oregon and are expected to gain the ability to develop and refine academic and professional goals as well as
understand the structure and operation of a natural resource agency.

Primary responsibilities:

¢ Assist staff with general wildlife management activities.

¢ Assist staff with habitat maintenance and improvements to benefit wildlife.
¢ Assist staff in conducting wildlife monitoring and data collection.

Working Conditions:
Frequent work outdoors during inclement weather and may be required to work before and after daylight. Occasionally
required to work on weekends. Position may be physically demanding.

Requires a flexible work schedule that varies in the number of hours worked on a daily basis, but not necessarily each
day, or a work schedule in which the starting and stopping times vary on a daily basis, but not necessarily each day. This
includes working at all hours and workdays in excess of eight hours. All internships will be in-person and will not involve
telework.

Initial video submission interviews are anticipated to be held the week of January 27'"; followed by position specific
via phone or virtual interviews the week of February 24",
